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INTRODUCTION

The sixth Festival will again welcome male choirs from across the UK and the rest of the world to sing together in concert, make music together less formally, socialise and visit places of interest in one of the most beautiful counties of England. The Festival is unique. Nowhere else have we discovered an International Festival dedicated solely to male singing. We would love your choir to be part of our celebratory sixth Festival. 
Previous Festivals (the first was in 2003) have been considered resounding successes. Press reports included the phrases, “exceeded everyone’s expectations”, “a triumph”, “superb opportunity to develop friendships across continents”, “practically every concert was packed out”. Previous participant choirs have been very enthusiastic about the organisation, the friendship and the audiences, “We all had a wonderful time.”, “We all enjoyed so much the wonderful music being performed as well as the fantastic trips that your team organized for us.  We will all remember this for a long time and we would like to thank you again for having us there!”
Successive festivals have grown. Some 62 choirs participated in 2011 with over 3000 singers taking part in 50 concerts and events at 40 different locations across the County. 
Cornwall has a proud tradition of male singing with nearly 30 male choirs active in the County. Schools and adult choirs are encouraging boys to sing and Cornwall now has a County boys and a Changing Voices choir. It is an exciting part of the world to sing in and audiences are very enthusiastic.
This Sixth International Festival will again be centred on the attractive cathedral city of Truro. They can also compete in Europe’s largest International Male Voice Choral Competitions (optional) with £1000 as the first prize in each of two categories.
The Festival aims to bring together Cornish male choirs, those from across the UK and the rest of the world in a spirit of musical friendship and song. Previous festivals have seen representative choirs travel from Australia, Canada, The Czech Republic, Eire, Estonia, Faroe Islands, Finland, France, Germany, Hungary, Italy, Jersey, Latvia, Nepal, The Netherlands, Poland, Russia, South Africa, Slovenia, Sweden, Switzerland and the USA. Cornwall looks forward to welcoming you in 2013.

FESTIVAL PROGRAMME
The Festival programme has eight main areas of participation:

1. Prestigious International Festival Gala Concerts involving six to eight choirs from across the world in shared concerts. Choirs perform their own 16 minute programme. These events will take place on Thursday, Friday, Saturday and Monday nights, 2nd, 3rd, 4th and 6th May in major venues in Truro.

2. International Male Voice Choral Competitions (optional) Each category will be awarded a first prize of £1000, second prize of £400 and third prize of £200. Choirs chose their own programme. The competitions will be held in the Hall for Cornwall on Saturday, 4th May. (See Terms and Conditions*.)
3. Regional Festival Gala Concerts normally involving four choirs are organised in most of the major towns across Cornwall. Previous concert venues have included Bude, Camborne, Falmouth, Hayle, Helston, Launceston, Liskeard, Redruth, Saltash, St Austell, St Just, St Neot, Newquay, Padstow, Penzance and Wadebridge. Choirs sing their own eighteen minute programme of music (submitted to the Festival Office no later than 30th December 2012). All concerts have professional compères and are almost always followed by social time when singers and supporters can join together.

4. Less formal concerts and impromptu open air performance opportunities are organised in a variety of tourist attractions with suitable performance areas. These have included the Eden Project, the Lost Gardens of Heligan, Lanhydrock, Minack Theatre, Pendennis Castle, St Michael’s Mount, The National Maritime Museum and Tate St Ives. Choirs are also encouraged to perform in town squares and piazzas.
5. Church Services at which participation is entirely optional and for which performance and repertoire are organised via the Festival Office and in conjunction with relevant churches. In 2011 choirs sang in both Anglican and Catholic services.
6. Festival Workshops focus on choir training techniques, new male voice repertoire and singer voice training. Master classes on conducting technique are also organised. 

7. International Symposium on Male Voice Singing on Friday 3rd May will concentrate on the voice and vocal production. The key note lecture will be delivered by a specialist in the field and will set out to challenge current perceptions of male singing. 
8. Opportunities for Sightseeing. Time is always allocated for participating choirs to visit places of tourist interest throughout Cornwall.

Choirs can take part in any or all of the above areas. All choirs will have the opportunity to perform in at least three locations across Cornwall during the Festival. Choirs may also contribute to one of the International Gala Concerts. All will sing in the Regional Gala Concerts.

Socialising is an important aspect of the Festival and, after almost every Regional Gala Concert, some form of social event will give the opportunity for meeting one another and possibly developing longer-term relationships for future exchanges.

FESTIVAL ACCOMMODATION

Choirs participating in the Festival from outside Cornwall should aim to stay for as long as possible to get the widest experience of what the Festival and the County has to offer. It is a condition of participation that choirs stay in accommodation allocated to them by the Festival Office.

Accommodation will be organised, at choir cost, by the Festival Office. It will be based mainly in and around the coastal towns of Newquay and Falmouth, within travelling distance of Festival venues. The Festival Office can also negotiate with local bus and coach companies on behalf of visiting choirs.  

Twin and double rooms are normally available. Single rooms may be available but are very few in number and will involve paying a supplement. Accommodation is available in three main price brackets: 

1. £20-£35 per person per night.  Holiday camp resort centres, mobile homes, guest houses etc. Some of this accommodation will be on a self catering or “bed and breakfast” basis.

2. £45-£55 per person per night.  Travel Inn / Lodge / hotels, all with en-suite rooms. Bed & breakfast and sometimes evening meals.

3. £50-£85+ per person per night.  Hotels all with en-suite rooms and staying on a half board (B & B and evening meal) basis.

Accommodation is booked via the Festival Office using the attached Registration Form. All accommodation and travel costs are the responsibility of visiting choirs. However, the Festival has limited funds to offer assistance in special cases to visiting overseas boys choirs.
CORNWALL

Situated in the far south-western part of the UK, Cornwall is known for its ancient heritage, beautiful landscapes, rugged cliffs and golden sands, picturesque towns, fishing villages and magnificent public gardens. The National Maritime Museum in Falmouth and the Tate Gallery in St. Ives are recent additions to Cornwall’s cultural heritage. It is a wonderful area to visit and ideal for an International Male Voice Choral Festival. Truro has a superb Cathedral, elegant cobbled streets and Georgian town houses. It is set at the head of the Truro river and is Cornwall’s cultural, commercial and administrative centre with excellent pedestrianised shopping.  International Gala concerts and the International competitions are all held in the Hall for Cornwall and Truro Cathedral.
TRAVEL TO AND WITHIN CORNWALL

Travel to Cornwall can either be by coach, train, air or car. For overseas choirs there are regular cross-channel ferries to Dover, Eurostar or the Shuttle. Coaches can be arranged from these or any other arrival point.  

During 2011, flights into Newquay Airport arrived from Dusseldorf, Manchester and London Gatwick. Flight destinations for 2013 are not available at the time of going to print with this document.  
An hourly train service runs to Cornwall from most parts of the UK. Please contact the Festival office for further information, group booking contacts and web site links, etc.
